Future Awards & Qualifications (FAQ) Level 2 Award in Manual Handling Risk Assessment (QCF)

Overview

This course is now accredited and offers learners the opportunity to gain a nationally recognised qualification specific to Manual Handling Risk Assessment.

By the end of this 2½ day course, participants will have gained the knowledge to enable risk assessment and safe systems of work to be completed and implemented in the workplace.

· Impart the specialist skills of manual handling (people) to enable risk assessments and safe systems to be implemented in the workplace.
· To critically review and analyse the workplace people handling practices in order to promote a safer working environment at all times.
· Understand the legal responsibilities of employer and employee.
· Be able to conduct manual handling risk assessments.
· Manual Handling in relation to the law.
· Equipment and transfers.
· Risk Assessment process.
Learning outcomes will be assessed by completion of a practical risk assessment assignment and a short multiple choice test.

The course incorporates a one unit (2 QCF Credit) qualification.  It is delivered through presentation, demonstration, group work and practical activity.
